Article i.

Les Parties contractantes s'engagent h soumettre h une procedure de conciliation et, le cas
6ch6ant, h une proc6dure d'arbitrage les diff6rends, de quelque nature qu'ils soient qui s'6lveraient
entre elles et n'auraient pu 6tre r~solus par la voie diplomatique dans un d~lai raisonnable.

Article 2.

Lorsqu'il s'agit d'un diff~rend qui, aux termes de la ldgislation int6rieure de l'une des Parties
contractantes, relve de la competence des tribunaux, la Partie ddfenderesse peut s'opposer h ce
qu'il soit soumis k une procedure de conciliation ou d'arbitrage avant qu'un jugement d~finitif
ait 6t6 rendu par l'autorit6 judiciaire comp6tente.

La demande de conciliation doit, dans ce cas, 8tre form~e une annie, au plus tard, h compter
de ce jugement.

No. 887. - TREATY 2 OF CONCILIATION AND ARBITRATION BE-
TWEEN HUNGARY AND SWITZERLAND, SIGNED AT BUDAPEST,
JUNE 18, 1924.

French official text communicated by the Swiss Federal Council. The registration o/this Treaty took
place June 5, 1924.

THE Swiss FEDERAL COUNCIL and His MOST SERENE HIGHNESS THE REGENT OF THE KINGDOM
OF HUNGARY, being desirous of strengthening the ties of friendship which unite Switzerland and
Hungary and to settle as far as possible by conciliation or arbitration any disputes which may arise
between the two countries, have decided to conclude a Treaty for this purpose and have appointed
as their Plenipotentiaries :

THE Swiss FEDERAL COUNCIL:

M. Charles BOURCART, Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipotentiary to the Swiss
Confederation in Hungary,

His MOST SERENE HIGHNESS THE REGENT OF THE KINGDOM OF HUNGARY:

M. Gaza DARUVARY DE DARUVAR, Privy Councillor and Royal Hungarian Minister for
Foreign Affairs,

Who, having communicated their full powers, found in good and due form, have agreed upon
the following provisions.

Article i.

The Contracting Parties undertake to submit to a procedure of conciliation or, alternatively,
to arbitration, all disputes of any nature whatever which may arise between them and which it
may not have been possible to settle within a reasonable time through the diplomatic channel.

Article 2.

In the case of a dispute which, according to the domestic legislation of one of the Contracting
Parties, comes within the jurisdiction of the Courts, the defendant Party may oppose the submission
of the dispute to a procedure of conciliation or to arbitration until a final judgment has been given
by the competent judicial authority.

In this case, the request for conciliation procedure must be made within a year at most from
the date of such judgment.

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Article 3.

La conciliation sera confide h un Commissaire unique ddsign6, dans chaque cas particulier,
d'un commun accord par les Parties contractantes.

Si, dans un d6lai de trois mois h compter du jour oii l'une des Parties contractantes aura notifi6
Sl'autre son intention de recourir h la procddure de conciliation, aucun accord n'est intervenu

sur le choix du Commissaire, Sa Majest6 la Reine des Pays-Bas sera pride' de le d6signer.

Le Commissaire ne doit ni 6tre un ressortissant des Parties contractantes ni avoir son domicile
sur leur territoire ou se trouver h leur service.

I1 re~oit, pendant la durde effective de la procddure, une indemnit6 dont le montant sera arrtd
entre les Parties contractantes.

Article 4.

Le Commissaire est saisi du diffdrend sur la requite d'une des Parties.
Notification de la requite sera faite en m~me temps h la Partie adverse par la Partie qui demande

louverture de la procddure de conciliation.

Article 5.

Les Parties contractantes ddtermineront le lieu oii sidgera le Commissaire. Si un accord a
ce sujet n'intervient pas dans le d6lai de trois mois prdvu h l'article 3, le Commissaire sidgera
h La Haye.

Article 6.

Le Commissaire a pour tUche de faciliter la solution du diffdrend en 6claircissant, par un examen
impartial et consciencieux, les questions de fait et en soumettant des propositions en vue du r~gle-
ment de la contestation.

Son rapport sera prdsentd dans les six mois h compter du jour oii il a 6t6 saisi d'une requite
aux fins de conciliation h moins que les Parties contractantes ne d6cident, d'un commun accord,
d'abrdger ou de proroger ce d6lai. Un exemplaire du rapport sera remis h chacune des Parties.

Le rapport n'a, ni en ce qui concerne l'exposd des faits, ni en ce qui concerne les consid6rations
juridiques, le caract~re d'une sentence obligatoire.

Article 7.

Les Parties contractantes s'engagent h fournir au Commissaire, dans la plus large mesure
qu'elles jugeront possible, tous les moyens et toutes les facilitds n6cessaires pour la connaissance
complete et l'appr~ciation exacte des faits h 6lucider.

Elles s'engagent, en outre, h user des moyens dont elles disposent, d'apr~s leur 16gislation int6-
rieure, pour permettre au Commissaire de procdder, sur leur territoire, h la citation et h l'audition
de tdmoins et d'experts ainsi qu'h des descentes sur les lieux.

Article 8.

Sauf convention contraire, la procedure de conciliation est rdgie par la Convention 1 de La Haye
pour le r~glement pacifique des conflits internationaux, du i8 octobre 1907.

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Article 3.

The conciliation shall be entrusted to a single Commissioner appointed for each particular
case by joint agreement between the Contracting Parties.

If, within three months of the day when one of the Contracting Parties shall have notified
to the other its intention of resorting to the procedure of conciliation no agreement has been
arrived at regarding the choice of the Commissioner, Her Majesty the Queen of the Netherlands
shall be asked to appoint him.

The Commissioner must not be a national of the Contracting Parties, nor be domiciled in their
territory, nor be employed in their service.

During the actual course of the procedure he shall receive an allowance to be fixed between
the Contracting Parties.

Article 4.

The Commissioner shall be seized of the dispute upon the application of one of the Parties.
This application shall be notified at the same time to the opposing Party by the Party which

is requesting the institution of the procedure of conciliation.

Article 5.

The Contracting Parties shall determine the place where the Commissioner shall sit. If no
agreement on this point is concluded within the three months provided for in Article 3, the Com-
missioner shall sit at The Hague.

Article 6.

The task of the Commissioner shall be to promote the settlement of the dispute by an impartial
and conscientious examination of the facts and by submitting proposals with a view to settling
the case.

His report shall be made within six months from the day on which he was seized of a request
for conciliation, unless the Contracting Parties shall jointly agree to curtail or prolong this period.
A copy of the report shall be sent to each Party.

The report shall not be in the nature of a compulsory award as regards either the statement
of facts or the legal considerations.

Article 7.

The Contracting Parties undertake, as far as they shall consider possible, to supply the Com-
missioner with all means and all facilities necessary for a complete knowledge and exact appreciation
of the facts to be elucidated.

They further undertake to employ all the means placed at their disposal by their domestic
legislation to enable the Commissioner to call and hear witnesses and experts within their territory
as well as to carry out investigations on the spot.

Article 8.

In the absence of an agreement to the contrary, the procedure of conciliation shall be governed
by the Hague Convention 1 of October 18, 1907, for the pacific settlement of international disputes.

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Article 9.

Le Commissaire fixe, dans son rapport, le d~lai jusqu'h l'expiration duquel les Parties doivent
se prononcer h l'6gard de ses propositions.

Ce d~lai n'excddera pas toutefois la durde de trois mois.

Article io.

Si l'une des Parties contractantes n'accepte pas les propositions du Commissaire ou ne se pro-
nonce pas dans le d~lai fix6 par son rapport, chacune d'elles peut demander que le litige soit soumis
Sl'arbitrage, h condition qu'il rentre dans 1'une des cat6gories de diff6rends d'ordre juridique

du present Trait6, il statuera en m~me temps sur le fond.

Article ii.

Le tribunal arbitral charg6 de statuer sur les diffdrends qui, aux termes du prdsent Trait6,
peuvent 8tre soumis obligatoirement h l'arbitrage sera, dans chaque cas particulier, constitu6
d'un commun accord par les Parties contractantes.

Si le tribunal n'est pas constitu6 dans les six mois qui suivent la notification d'une demande
d'arbitrage, chacune des Parties peut d6f6rer, par voie de simple requite, le diffirend h la Cour
permanente de Justice internationale 1.

Si le diffdrend requiert c~lfrit6, les Parties contractantes peuvent convenir, dans ce dernier
cas, de le porter devant la Chambre de proc6dure sommaire de la Cour permanente de Justice inter-
nationale.

Article 12.

Le tribunal se r~unit, sauf convention contraire, au lieu d~sign6 par son pr6sident.

Article 13.

Les Parties contractantes tablissent, dans chaque cas particulier, un compromis spdcial
determinant nettement l'objet du diff6rend, la composition et les comp6tences particuli~res du
tribunal, ainsi que toutes autres conditions arr~t~es entre elles.

Le compromis est 6tabli par 6change de notes entre les Gouvernements des Parties contrac-
tantes.

I1 est interpr~t6 en tous points par le tribunal charg6 de statuer sur le fond du diffrend.

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Article 9.

The Commissioner shall fix in his report the period within which the Parties must take their
decision as regards his proposals.

This period shall not, however, exceed three months.

Article io.

If one of the Contracting Parties does not accept the Commissioner's proposals or does not
announce its decision within the period prescribed in his report, either of them may demand that
the dispute be submitted to arbitration, provided that it is included in one of the categories of legal
disputes relating to :

(a) The interpretation of a treaty
(b) Any point of international law
(c) The existence of any fact which, if established, would constitute the violation of an

international engagement ;
(d) The nature or extent of the reparation due for the breach of an international engage-

ment ;
In the event of a dispute as to whether the question is included in one of the above-mentioned

categories of disputes, this a priori question shall be submitted to arbitration.
If the arbitral tribunal recognises that the dispute is capable of an arbitral solution within

the meaning of the present Treaty, it shall at the same time pronounce upon the substance of the
case.

Article ii.

The arbitral tribunal instructed to pronounce upon disputes which, according to the present
Treaty, maybe submitted to compulsory arbitration, shall, for each particular case, be constituted
by joint agreement between the Contracting Parties.

If the tribunal is not constituted within six months after the notification of a request for
arbitration, either Party may by a simple application refer the dispute to the Permanent Court'
of International Justice.

If the dispute requires despatch, the Contracting Parties may agree in this case to bring it before
the Chamber for Summary Procedure of the Permanent Court of International Justice.

Article 12.

The tribunal shall meet at the place chosen by its President, unless there is an agreement
to the contrary.

Article 13.

In each particular case the Contracting Parties shall draw up a special agreement (compromis)
specifying clearly the subject of the dispute, the composition and particular competence of the
tribunal, and any other conditions fixed between themselves.

The agreement shall be constituted by an exchange of notes between the Governments of
the Contracting Parties.

All points contained therein shall be interpreted by the tribunal instructed to pronounce upon
the substance of the dispute.

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Article 14.

Sauf convention contraire et sous reserve du cas ohi la Cour permanente de Justice internationale
serait appel6e h connaitre du diff6rend, la procedure arbitrale est r~gie par les articles 51 iL 85 de
la Convention pour le r~glement pacifique des conflits internationaux, du 18 octobre 1907.

Article 15.

La sentence rendue par le tribunal sera ex~cut~e de bonne foi par les Parties.

Article 16.

Si le tribunal 6tablissait qu'une d~cision d'une instance judiciaire ou de toute autre autorit6
relevant de l'une des Parties contractantes se trouve enti~rement ou partiellement en opposition
avec le droit des gens et si le droit constitutionnel de cette Partie ne permet pas ou ne permet
qu'imparfaitement d'effacer par voie administrative les consequences de la d6cision en cause,
il serait accord6 h la Partie ls~e une satisfaction 6quitable d'un autre ordre.

Article 17.

Les Parties contractantes s'abstiendront autant que possible, durant le cours de la procedure
de conciliation ou d'arbitrage, de toute mesure pouvant avoir une r~percussion pr~judiciable sur
l'acceptation des propositions du Commissaire ou sur l'ex6cution de la sentence.

Article 18.

Chaque Partie supporte ses propres frais et une part 6gale des frais de la procedure de conci-
liation ou d'arbitrage.

Article 19.

Les contestations qui surgiraient au sujet de l'interpretation ou de l'exdcution du present
Trait6 seront, sauf convention contraire, soumises directement h l'arbitrage.

Article 20.

Le present Trait6 sera ratifi6. Les instruments de ratifications en seront 6chang~s h Budapest
dans le plus bref d~lai possible.

Le Trait6 est conclu pour la dur~e de dix ans h compter de l'6change des ratifications. S'il n'est
pas d6nonc6 six mois avant l'expiration de ce terme, il demeure en vigueur pour une nouvelle
p6riode de cinq ans et ainsi de suite.

En foi de quoi, les Pl~nipotentiaires ont sign6 le prdsent Trait6 et l'ont rev~tu de leurs sceaux.

Article 14.

In the absence of an agreement to the contrary and except in cases where the Permanent
Court of International Justice shall be seized of the dispute, the arbitral procedure is governed
by Articles 51 to 85 of the Convention of October 18, 1907, for the pacific settlement of inter-
national disputes.

Article 15.

The award given by the tribunal shall be acted upon by the Parties in good faith.

Article 16.

Should the tribunal find that a decision of a court of law or other authority of one of the Con-
tracting Parties is wholly or partly at variance with international law, and should the constitutional
law of that Party not allow, or only inadequately allow, the cancellation of this decision by admi-
nistrative procedure, the Party prejudiced shall be granted equitable satisfaction in some other
form.

Article 17.

During the procedure of conciliation or arbitration the Contracting Parties shall, as far as
possible, abstain from all measures which might prejudicially affect the acceptance of the proposals
of the Commissioner or the execution of the award.

Article 18.
Each Party shall bear its own costs and half the costs of the procedure of conciliation or

arbitration.

Article 19.

Any disputes which may arise with regard to the interpretation or the application of the present
Treaty shall be submitted directly to arbitration, unless there is an agreement to the contrary.

Article 20.

The present Treaty shall be ratified. The ratifications shall be exchanged at Budapest as
soon as possible.

The Treaty is concluded for a period of ten years from the date of the exchange of ratifications.
Unless denounced six months before the expiration of this period, it shall remain in force for a
further period of five years, and similarly thereafter.

In faith whereof the Plenipotentiaries have signed the present Treaty and have thereto affixed
their seals.

Done in duplicate at Budapest on the eighteenth day of June, one thousand nine hundred
and twenty-four.

OF THE TREATY OF CONCILIATION AND ARBITRATION CONCLUDED BETWEEN
SWITZERLAND AND HUNGARY.

At the moment of signing the Treaty of Conciliation and Arbitration concluded this day, the
undersigned, duly authorised to this effect, declare that it is understood that the Treaty applies
also to disputes having their origin in occurrences prior to its conclusion ; in the absence of an agree-
ment to the contrary, however, it shall not be applicable to disputes directly concerned with incidents
in the world war.
