I have the honour to refer to your letter No, POP/A/1/1 of the 29th July in regard to the

proposal to abolish passport visas or to reduce the fees charged therefor for nationals of the United
States of America as between the Union of South Africa and Northern Rhodesia and to state, on
behalf of His Majesty’s Government in the Union that they are prepared to agree to the following
provisions as constituting between them and the Government of Northern Rhodesia an agreement
regarding the visa fees to be levied on passports of nationals of the United States of Amecrica :

(r) Nationals of the United States of America domiciled or resident in the Union
of South Africa to be granted visas, valid for 12 months, by the Government of the Union
of South Africa, to visit Northern Rhodesia and return to the Union at a fee of s, (five
shillings).

(2) In the case of nationals of the United States of America who hold passports
bearing valid visas for another part of the British Empire no fee to be charged for a visa
for a visit to Northern Rhodesia.

(3) Nationals of the United States of America domiciled or resident in Northern
Rhodesia to be granted visas, valid for twelve months, by that Government to visit the
Union of South Africa, and return to Northern Rhodesia, at a fee of 3s. (five shillings).

(4) In the case of nationals of the United States of America who hold passports
bearing valid visas for another part of the British Empire no fee to be charged for a visa
for a visit to the Union of South Africa.
